During 
that time he served in eleven different assignments, four of which 
were overseas where he was privileged to visit missionaries in  
Developing World countries, offering support and financial aid. 
 
In the last twenty years, Fr. Tim has preached to over 1000 parish-
es on behalf of Developing Countries. When asked why he still 
keeps preaching for the poor, he states, "If I don't preach, many 
poor don't eat, and with my good fortune comes a corresponding
